Dear Parent/Carer, 
 

As you may know, the Government has published a list of workers who are considered to be critical to the fight against COVID-19. If a parent works within one of these sectors they are entitled to ask schools to provide care for their children. 
 
We are opening our schools to those children whose parents are considered to be key workers and who have no other option for childcare. However, we would urge you to consider all your childcare options before deciding to send your children to school. This is not school as normal, this is an emergency service that should only be used if absolutely necessary. The more children that are in school, the more both pupils and staff are potentially exposed to risk, and the more likely it is that we spread the virus.  
 
Even if you fall within the key worker category, please do consider whether another member of your family can remain at home to care for your children. Clearly, this should not include anyone who is over 70, or in a high-risk group. 
 
For pupils who are able to remain at home, we have assigned work for them and have laid out a process to ensure their education does not suffer during this time. Please see Learning web links, previously shared and also the SEE SAW platform for your child
We appreciate this is a very difficult and worrying time for everyone, and we appreciate your support and patience over the coming weeks.
